Antioch, CA - The BCRA Midget Lite race at Antioch Speedway on Saturday proved that big action can come from a small lineup. While many drivers took an extra week to get their cars in racing shape, the Midget Lite division kicked off its fifteenth season with just nine cars in the field. 

            Doug Nunes dominated the first heat race of the season, starting the number 11 car from the pole and keeping the lead. Marshall Sexton in the number 62 caught some action when he hit one of the infield tire barriers in Turn 2 and had to leave the track. Cameron Beard in the 0z and Brian Corso in the 10 car turned in a crowd-pleasing battle for third position, while Nunes and Chris Glass sailed comfortably to first and second place finishes, respectively. The final results for the heat were Nunes (11), Glass (9), Cameron Beard (0z), Corso (10), Rick Holbrook (3), Jeff Scott (71), Cory Green (53c) newcomer Zach Beard (77), and Sexton (62).

            Although the drivers seemed to come to the consensus during pre-race that they would have a clean main event, the Midget Lite A-Main saw nearly instant action. All nine cars started the race, but eighth-place sitter Green turned on his side in Turn 2 on the first lap to bring out a caution. Green was towed off the track and the green flag waved again only to have Cameron Beard in the 0z make contact with Scott in Turn 3. Beard landed on his wings, but Scott stayed upright. Both drivers were okay, but their cars were hauled away. During this time, the 53c returned and seven cars remained on the track. After the restart, Corso grabbed the lead, followed by Glass, Nunes, and Holbrook. Sexton’s 62 showed a little smoke, but he carried on as Corso sped to a large lead. Behind Corso, Nunes took second place from Glass and made his way toward Corso. Sexton left the track as Corso and Nunes lapped Green, who then took the 53c off the track. With just five cars remaining, Corso and Nunes lapped fifth-place Zach Beard. Shortly after, fourth-place Holbrook experienced brake failure and brought out the caution as he pulled over into the infield, leaving just Corso, Nunes, Glass, and Zach Beard on the racetrack. When the green flag came back out, Nunes passed Corso and broke away with the lead. Nunes took the checkered flag to end the turbulent race and sweep the night.

            The final finishes for the main event were Nunes (11), Corso (10), Glass (9), Zach Beard (77), Holbrook (3), Green (53c), Sexton (62), Scott (71), and Cameron Beard (0z).

            Next Saturday, the Midget Lites will be continuing their season with a wings race at Placerville Speedway.
