 BEARD DOMINATES AT ANTIOCH
Antioch CA- Cameron Beard hopped into the potent #11x Bailey Midget Lite of Lonnie Lopez, driving the “yellow” car to victory in the 20- lap Midget Lite feature.

         The feature lined up for the green with second year driver Justin Burton and wily veteran Cameron Beard on the front row.  Thirteen Lites took the green with all three of Lonnie Lopez’s cars running first through third by turn one with Beard holding the lead. It stayed that way until the fourth lap when the yellow flew for Tanner Swanson in the #11t sitting sideways in turn three.  As the field went back to green Beard held the lead over a charging Doug Nunes in the green #11 and Brian Corso in his own #10.  Chris Glass held down fourth with Jason Sneep running fifth in his 2008 debut in Wayne Albright’s dependable Ellis.  Swanson, having been relegated to the rear after his spin, was on the move when his nose wing came loose and a yellow was thrown to remove it.  As the field went back to green heavy racing was taking place between Sneep and Chris Glass for third as Cory Green spun.  With ten to go the field went back to green for three laps until Nunes, charging hard to catch Beard, got upside down between turns 3 and 4.  The race track was taking several drivers by surprise as it remained heavy throughout the main event.  As the field was called back to get underway from the red ,Jason Sneep pulled to a stop on the front straightaway with a broken fuel line and retired . As the field went back to green Beard held the lead over Glass and a charging Tanner Swanson.  Swanson made the pass on Glass on the next lap but Beard was able to stretch out his lead over the closing laps and  won, with Swanson second over Glass.  A big shout out to David Engstrom with a well earned fourth in his debut and Justin Burton fifth.  Cory Green, Dakota Albright and Zach Beard rounded out the finishers. 

          Preliminary heats were won by Chris Glass and Cameron Beard, with the first heat seeing some extra excitement as Cory Green, leading after the second lap, got offline between one and two and started flipping entering the back straightaway, leaving nowhere  to go for the #3 of Rick Holbrook.  Holbrook hit Green,resulting in the #3 car being retired for the night. The second heat saw the retirement of Marshall Sexton when he lost an engine. The Midget Lites will continue the 2008 season this Saturday night at the El Dorado County Fairgrounds in Placerville for a non-wing open show .  They will be joined by their big brothers of the BCRA Midget division.
