Marysville - May 3, 2008

Glass Smooth at Marysville
Marysville, CA – Chris Glass aboard the familiar Graham Motor Sports yellow #9 narrowly won the first heat and then led every lap of the main event to sweep the Midget Lite portion of the night’s event at Marysville Raceway Park. 

 

            The Midget Lites took to the race track for the first heat with the track hard and rough Chris Glass led the field to green with team mate Rick Holbrook and the #2 of Doug Hunting in close pursuit. Hunting quickly got by Holbrook and was hot after Glass when a quick spin by Rick Soto in his own A.R.T. brought out the yellow. At the restart Hunting put pressure on Glass in a tight race, but Glass was able to hang on at the finish by half a car to get the win followed closely by Hunting, Holbrook and Marshall Sexton.  The race track already started to dry up for the second heat and again proved to be a technical type racetrack. 

 

            The second heat saw Richie Hoover on the pole for the start. Hoover spun getting into turn three on the first lap, calling for a complete restart with Hoover going to the back of the field. When the race went back to green Nunes held the lead over Matt Sherman and rookie Justin Burton with some good racing going on in the rear of the pack between Cory Green, Richie Hoover and Zach Beard. Cory Green got turned around by the rut in turn one and Hoover, with no time to react, caught a wheel of the Green machine and was done for the race. Nunes held on for the win after the restart followed by Matt Sherman, and nice finishes by Rookies Justin Burton in 3rd, Zach Beard in 4th and Cory Green in 5th.

 

After some mayhem in the preliminary heat races of a couple of the other divisions, promoter Paul Hawes decided to blade the racetrack, giving the race fans a nice intermission and the racers time to speculate on the direction of the track surface. With two main events run before the Lites the track was now hard and much smoother but drying fast. 

 

 True to form, the Midget Lites ran off twenty straight laps to impress not only the crowd in the grandstands but Marysville’s officials as well. Team mates Glass and Holbrook again led the field to green. Holbrook on the outside quickly found out the inside lane was going to be the place to be as Hunting got by for second. Sam Corso was on the move from his seventh starting spot as Marshall Sexton wisely pulled out with an ailing brake master cylinder. As the race wore on Glass built a lead until he got into lapped traffic, allowing Hunting and fast-closing Corso to close in. Holbrook settled into fourth as the lead four got to lapped traffic. Things started to heat up: Glass made all the right choices and held onto the lead; Corso used lapped traffic to get by Hunting for second; Holbrook got caught up with a lapped car and allowed Doug Nunes and Matt Sherman by on the inside. Holbrook dove back under the bicycling Nunes in turn three. Nunes almost got upside down again in the next corner as he tried to get by Holbrook in the infield in turn one and rode over Holbrook’s left front wheel. Nunes, in spectacular fashion, managed to get back by Holbrook and Sherman for fourth. Up front it was Chris Glass taking the checkered over Sam Corso, Doug Hunting, Doug Nunes and Matt Sherman. Rounding out the field it was Holbrook, Justin Burton, Cory Green, Richie Hoover, Richard Soto, Zach Beard and Marshall Sexton. 

 

The Midget Lites put the wings back on next weekend and head to the El Dorado County Fairgrounds in Placerville for Round 6 of the 2008 Season.
