SEXTON DUSTS COMPETITION AT PLACERVILLE
 Placerville CA- Marshall Sexton piloting his own Kawasaki powered A.R.T. proved old age and treachery can still beat youth and exuberance by sweeping the June 28 Midget Lite event at the El Dorado County Fairgrounds Speedway in Placerville.

 The main event began after an unusually long wait for Doug Nunes whose crew was busy thrashing to make repairs from a heat race brake problem, with a lightning quick Brian Corso and Jason Sneep lined up on the front row. Sneep on the pole led the field to the green. Corso, flying around the outside, beat Sneep to the first turn and dove to the bottom to find the last bit of moisture left on the race track.  As he did, his car kept going and slid across the track and hit the cushion coming off turn two and got upside down, causing the night’s first red. David Engstrom spun trying to get stopped and Chris Glass clipped his wing, causing wing damage to both cars. Brian emerged from his car unhurt but angry at himself. 

 A complete restart was called with Sneep and Cory Green leading the field to the green. Doug Nunes, after starting in the back, was charging in the high line all by himself and making good forward progress. The two Hoover cars of Richie and Joey both retired to the pits. Cory Green and Dakota Albright got together when Green’s car broke causing Albright to get over on his side for the second red of the night. When the field went back to green Jason Sneep pulled out to about a half straight lead with Sexton in hot pursuit. Doug Nunes, up high on the cushion, had steadily made his way to the front with some pretty spectacular driving, bouncing off the cushion but hanging on. He finally pulled into second, to no avail, as he spun, bringing out the yellow and sending him to the back. (The night was not over for him, though). 

 Sneep maintained his lead at the restart for a couple laps and then he pulled up lame with a broken right rear torsion stop bringing out another caution and handing the lead over to Sexton. The field went back to green with Marshall leading Chris Glass in second with the #5 car of David Engstrom running third and trying to run the cushion after seeing Nunes making ground up top. Then Engstrom hopped the cushion getting into three and went off the track, bringing out the final yellow and retiring himself. Justin Burton pulled into the pits with a sticking throttle but got it fixed and returned before the resumption of the race. When the race resumed Sexton led over Glass and Jeff Scott with Doug Nunes charging hard. Still up on top, everyone watched him and wondered if another red would be soon to follow. As the white flag was thrown Nunes had caught Scott for third and dove to the bottom going into turn one with Scott in close pursuit. As the two went down the back straight and into three they made contact with Scott getting back under Nunes. The two banged wheels down the front straight to the checkered with Scott holding on for third and Nunes for fourth. As they crossed the finish line the two made contact again, with Scott taking a nasty ride off the end of the first turn with a series of wild flips. After some time to collect himself Jeff Scott emerged from his car shaken but unhurt. Lost in all of this was Marshall Sexton picking up his first win of 2008. 

 In earlier heat race action Sexton picked up the win in first heat, followed by Jason Sneep, Chris Glass and Justin Burton. In the second heat Brian Corso took the win over Cory Green, Cameron Beard and Joey Hoover. The Midget Lites will now enjoy three weeks off and resume racing at Antioch Speedway July 26 for Race 3 of the Budweiser sponsored series.  
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
